BReleased from active duty and transferred to the

Reserve Component (Reserves or National
Guard); or

BServed 30 continuous days after 9/10/01 and
were honorably discharged for a serwice
connected disabllity

Transferability-of:Benefits

. Those who are members of the Armed
Forces on or after August 1, 2009 may have
the opportunity to transfer unused benefits tc
their spousdf:

BThey have served at least 6 years and;

BThey agree to serve at least another 4 years

his/her 1@ anniversary, he/she may choose t
transfer the benefit to any dependent(s)
Including spouse or children

. Possible ongime reimbursement of up to
$2000 for a certification or licensing exam,
work-study programs and $100 per month
for tutorial assistance

. Yellow Ribbon Program

BHelps students avoid some or all eaf-pocket

BSchools must enter into agreement with VA to
share the expense of this program (split the cos
